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Great Compline on the Eve of the Nativity of Our Lord 

  

 The proper cycle of liturgical services for the Eve of the Nativity 

of Our Lord (Christmas Eve), is to start with the Royal Hours in the  

morning, followed by the Vespers with the Divine Liturgy of St. Basil the 

Great in mid-afternoon. Then the Great Compline service is then prayed 

in the evening. The next morning on the Feast of the Nativity of Our 

Lord (Christmas Day), matins is then prayed followed by the Divine  

Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom.  

 The local custom in Manitoba however is to pray an abridged 

version of Great Compline, followed by the Divine Liturgy of St. John 

Chrysostom. In keeping with the local custom, but in an effort to restore 

the fullness of the beautiful liturgical traditions of our Church, this full 

service of Great Compline will be prayed, followed by the Divine Liturgy 

of St. John Chrysostom.
