Our next series in Catechesis Corner will be focusing on the Divine Liturgy and what it all means through
the various elements of the service. These reflections are taken from the book titled, “Serve the Lord with Glad-
ness” by a Monk of the Eastern Church. Our hope is that we grow in our understanding and appreciation of the
Divine Liturgy and that these reflections will help us to pray better.

AMEN & The GOSPEL

The priest continues the prayer before the Gospel reading with the words,
"For Thou art the illumination of our souls and bodies, O Christ our God." The illumi-
nation of our bodies? We can well understand that the Light of the World illumines
our souls. But how and in what measure does He illumine our bodies? A few lines
earlier the same prayer declared: "trampling down all carnal desires." Can the same
/| flesh be both trampled down and illumined?

The flesh in itself is good, having been created and blessed by God. Wound-
ed and weakened by the sin of our first parents, however, the flesh often becomes
the origin of various temptations. It can become a wall of separation, an egocentric
barrier, an instrument of struggle against the Spirit. Those, however, are deviations.
The flesh, such as God thought and purposed it, is an instrument of our salvation. It
—— is in this sense that God is the principle of love between man and woman, making a
sacrament of their conjugal union. For this reason, too, God obliges us to preserve
our body and our physical health, as well such heights that He even assumed human
flesh in the person of our Lord Jesus Christ.

It is for this reason that the liturgy, in the prayer before the reading of the Gospel, can exhort us to
"trample down" all desires of the flesh (those desires that are in themselves evil insofar as they separate us from
God and from our brethren) while speaking at the same time of the "illumination of our bodies" as well as of our
souls. Since we are going to hear the reading of the Word of God, let us ask, together with the prologue of the
Gospel of St John, that this Word "become flesh" within us, that it might dwell within us and penetrate us, to the
extent that our body itself becomes its transparent covering.

"Wisdom! Let us attend. Let us listen to the Holy Gospel," the deacon or priest now intones. And the
Gospel of the day is read. Note that it is not simply a matter of "hearing" the Gospel. We are called to listen to it,
to be attentive to the divine Word, to open to it not only our ears but also our heart.

The word "Gospel" means "Good News." The ritual phrase, "Let us listen to the Holy Gospel," therefore,
means: "Let us listen to the holy, good news." For every passage of the Gospel contains good news, a joyous mes-
sage, the annunciation of something of supreme importance that concerns every one of us. Perhaps as we hear
the passage to be read our reaction is, "I've heard that so many times! It really doesn't say anything much at all
to me." Nevertheless, every portion of the Gospel, whichever it may be and even if we have already heard it
countless times, always has something to say to us.

If we listen to the Gospel with humility and fervor, each and every time we will discover a sentence or a
word that we have never really noticed before, one which will strike us as if we were hearing it for the very first
time. Nor is this message addressed to the assembly in general. It is addressed to each hearer individually, per-
sonally. It is addressed to me. Hearing the reading of the Gospel, | should think to myself: "This is the word that
our Lord has preserved for me until today. This is what He wants to say to me today. This is what He has just spo-
ken to me. | shall guard this word with care in the depths of my heart."

This month, we focus on bringing back some age old traditions to our regular Divine Liturgy
routine. The Divine Liturgy is prayer in motion, and movement is exactly what we want to see,
as opposed to being stationary in our pews. Here are a few things we are starting and we
invite all parishioners of all ages to participate.

1) Kiss of Peace: On the bottom of pg. 49, prior to the priest saying, “the doors, the doors...”
all of the faithful are invited to greet one another in peace. Traditionally we’d embrace
each other with three kisses on the shoulders. Handshakes will also be accepted. As we do
so, say, “Christ is amongst us!” And respond with “He is and ever shall be!” This practice
helps us to ‘lay aside all earthly cares’ before receiving the Eucharist.

2) Singing: The Divine Liturgy should be a prayer done by all, which means everyone as much
as they can, should be singing the responses together. Everyone is invited to join in the
responses, especially the easy ones like ‘Lord, have mercy’ and ‘Amen.” Also, you'll see the
Sunday propers & readings being offered at the entrances of each parish on Sundays. Fr.
Jay will help lead the propers, but everyone is invited to sing along as best as you can.
Over time, the eight melodies we sing will become more and more familiar.
